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We recently sold Pen 545 (steers) for $92.00 per
hundred weight live. We did have a number of
sick treatments. After visiting with Hitch Feedyard,
this is probably due to two things. Number one,
we did not precondition these cattle as long as

we usually do. That was probably a mistake. We
will not do that again. Number two, Hitch has the
best set of cowboys they have ever had riding the
pens and checking for sick pulls. They are more
conscientious than before. Although this translates
to more pulls and treatments, it also means less
deads. This pen of cattle had 0 deads. The cost of
gain was $ 72.28 per hundred pounds. The cattle
gained real well and graded well.

Louisiana Market Report - May 2008

Receipts out of 10 Louisiana sale barns for the first 4 weeks of May, as reported by the LDAF were 18,118
head. Receipts for May 2007 were around 21 percent higher than 2008, with 23,023 head of cattle reported.

Slaughter cow prices trended higher over the month of May, and are 1.00-3.00 higher over a year ago prices
at this time. Boning cows in May 2008 sold for an average of 55.00, with many sales reporting Boning cows
in the 56.00-61.50 range in mid to late May. Compared to an average price of 53.00 in late May 2007. Packer
demand for boneless beef has been very good on the cusp of the Memorial Day holiday.

Feeder steer and heifer prices trended 2.00-3.00 higher from the beginning of May to the 4th week of May.
Prices are steady to 5.00 lower when compared to a year ago.
