Income Tax Exemptions for Leaders  
 While 4-Hôers are busy completing their 4-H projects and compiling them into a 
4-H record book, weôre busy trying to get tax information ready for April 15th.  You, 
too?  Well, hereôs some information you might find usefulé 

4-H Leaders are entitled to claim out-of-pocket expenses in connection with ser-
vices to the 4-H organization on their federal income tax return.  Examples are:  
automobile mileage, parking tolls, cost of meals and lodging (if away overnight), 
and special equipment or materials. (Keep your Receipts !) 

Leaders may not  deduct the value of their time donated, dependent care ex-
penses, personal meals (unless away overnight) or entertainment.  For more 
specific deductions, we recommend you consult your tax advisor.
