Make sure that a parent has signed both forms & Picture is
attached.

4-H Responsibility and Code of Conduct Form. (1 Page) Camper and Parent Signatures are Required.
A check or money order for $100.00 made payable to St. Tammany 4-H. The remaining $90.00 must be
submitted to the 4-H Office prior to April 17, 2009.
