This contest will be held at Stockwell Place Elementary on Saturday, February 7, 2009.  Registration begins at 9:30 
a.m. and judging will begin at 10 a.m.  Please pay close attention to the following rules. 

COOKERY CONTEST 
BASIC RULES: 

1. Contestants may enter only one (1) dish in each division.(3 dishes total) 
2. The dish must be prepared the night before & chilled in refrigerator. 
3. Dish must be transported to the contest on ice, in an ice chest. 
4. The contestant must be a Bossier Parish 4-H club member.  All contests are open to all age groups and all 

ages will compete together. 

5. Contestants should bring a dish prepared by the contestant to the contest.  A copy of the recipe must 
accompany the dish.  The required recipe form is available through your 4-H leader.  The recipe must make 
only one standard dish.  The ENTIRE dish must be exhibited at the contest, i.e. if a casserole recipe yields 
9x13 pan, then a 9x13 pan must be displayed for the contest. Anything used to enhance the appearance of 
the dish must be in or on the serving container.

EGG:   minimum of 4 eggs must be used ï can be 4 whole, 4 whites, or 4 yolks, 

 or a  combination é..no raw eggs in final product 
 -Appetizer/Salad 
 -Main Dish 
 -Dessert 

 
SEAFOOD:  minimum of 1 cup seafood: fresh, frozen, 

 pasteurized or dry; no raw or canned seafood may 
 be used
